CALL TO ORDER:


The regular meeting of the Sauk Centre Public Utilities Commission was called to order by Chairman Dennis Rykken at 4:30 p.m. on April 11, 2005 at the office of the Sauk Centre Public Utilities Commission. Commissioners present were Dave Thomas, Jerry Rutten, Ted Spanier, and Rich Bullard. Also present was Superintendent Marty Sunderman. Jim Megel and Nick Paulson of Ness, Waller, Pearson & Co., Ltd. arrived at 4:55 p.m.

UTILITY BILLS:



A motion was introduced and seconded to approve the following utility bills:

     By general consent, the commission approved all of the financial and investment reports as presented by Superintendent Sunderman.

OLD BUSINESS:

         A motion was introduced and seconded to approve the following bid purchase:

· A new 2005 Dodge Caravan from Dan Welle’s Southtown for $19,370.

Motion carried four to zero, with one commissioner abstaining.

         Motion was introduced and seconded to approve the following bid purchase: 

· A new 2005 New Holland skid loader from Modern Farm Equipment

for $14,950.  This bid includes a trade-in allowance for the Gehl skid loader. Motion carried unanimously five to zero.

NEW BUSINESS:

          Superintendent Sunderman wanted some guidance from the commission concerning the land the utility owns near well #5.  There have been developers interested in purchasing that piece of property.  After some discussion, the commission directed Superintendent Sunderman to get the necessary easements to protect the wells, along with the water and sewer mains located on this property. The commission asked the 

     Superintendent that once he has the easements finalized, he should bring the easement information back to the commission for further review.  The motion carried unanimously five to zero.

      Superintendent Sunderman explained to the commission that Adam Marthaler, Marcus Bromenshenkel and Robert Essler have asked to be re-hired for the summer employment program. Superintendent Sunderman requested that they again be hired for this summer. The commission gave their approval by general consent. 


COMMISSIONERS ITEMS:

           At 5:00 p.m., James J. Megel, C.P.A. and Nick Paulson of Ness, Waller, Pearson & Co., Ltd. were in attendance to discuss the 2004 Annual Audit Report. Mr. Megal discussed the report and also explained the GASB34 (Governmental Accounting Standards Board) accounting structure that was used in this year's audit. After reviewing the audit report, a motion was made and seconded to approve the 2004 Annual Audit Report as presented. Motion carried unanimously 5-0.

          Discussion was held concerning the two extra lots that Robert

     Tomsche owns at 418 Hickman Drive.  Water and sewer services were not put into the two extra lots at the time the original project took place.   Plans now are to put a new home on one of these lots.  A 

     motion was made and seconded to have the city retain the water and sewer access charges in the amount of $1,090 to offset any further costs to the city concerning this matter.  Motion carried four to zero, with one commissioner abstaining.

      Being no further business, the meeting adjourned.
