PUBLIC UTILITIES COMMISSION MEETING


CALL TO ORDER:

The regular meeting of the Sauk Centre Public Utilities Commission was called to order by President Rykken at 4:50 p.m. on January 10, 2005 at the office of the Sauk Centre Public Utilities Commission. Commissioners present were Dennis Rykken, Dave Thomas, Jerry Rutten, Ted Spanier, and Rich Bullard. Also present was Superintendent Marty Sunderman.

UTILITY BILLS:

A motion was introduced by Commissioner Thomas, seconded by Commissioner Rutten that the following utility bills be approved: 



The full listing of the December, 2004 accounts payable in the amount of $549,827.67. This motion carried unanimously five to zero.

FINANCIAL REPORTS:

4a&b.  By general consent, the commission approved all of the financial and investment reports as presented by Superintendent Sunderman.

             A motion was made by Commissioner Thomas and seconded by Commissioner Bullard to approve writing off $2,015.87 in delinquent accounts for 2004. The motion carried unanimously five to zero.

     OLD BUSINESS:

     6a.    Commissioner Rykken gave a report on the progress of the union negotiations. The next meeting date is set for Friday January 14, 2005 at 11:00 a.m.   

NEW BUSINESS:

7a.    Superintendent Sunderman discussed whether the updating of the warehouse lighting system could be done at the same time that the warehouse ceiling is being done. Sunderman explained the current lighting has been in place since 1988. After some discussion, Commissioner Spanier made a motion, with a second from Commissioner Thomas to accept the low bid for the labor to update the lighting system from Country Grove Electric. The motion carried four to one,

with Commissioner Bullard voting no.


COMMISSIONERS ITEMS:

8a.   Superintendent Sunderman reviewed the proposed 2005 rate schedule changes.  There was a new rate that needed to be added to the current proposed rate schedule. This new rate will be labeled item number 3.18 in the electric conditions of service section. The rate of $15 will be billed to a customer for disconnecting and also re-connecting a seasonal electric meter. A motion was made by Commissioner Bullard and seconded by Commissioner Spanier to approve the proposed rate schedule changes with the addition of item 3.18. The motion carried unanimously five to zero.
 

SUPERINTENDENT’S ITEMS

9a.   Superintendent Sunderman reviewed, the 2004 insurance dividend that was received from the League of Minnesota Cities Insurance Trust Property/Casualty Program.  The amount of the dividend was $11,158.

9b.   The Commission, by general consent, approved a $250 donation

to the Minnesota Municipal Utilities Association’s Tom Bovitz

Memorial Scholarship Fund. High school seniors are eligible for 

this scholarship money by completing a 500 to 1,000 word essay on 

the theme: “Municipal Utilities: Good for All of Us.”
